Dear Board:

Please find attached the Agenda for the October 21, 2014 meeting. We have a number of important items to discuss, but few actionable items.

[bookmark: _GoBack]There is no expectation that we will draw a crowd, however it is possible that the Board will be addressed by Mr. Kevin Burkehead and or Ms. Kelly Allen of 17 Grey River Run. Mr. Burkehead is the individual who demolished a section of Stoney River Path which runs across his property and is a public road. Mr. Burkehead claims that he acted in good faith and reasonably believed that he had the legal authority to remove the road. Staff has explained to Mr. Burkehead that the road is owned and maintained by the Town of Woodfin and has been since November of 2014. Staff has also informed Mr. Burkehead that the adjacent property owner 23 Grey River Run (currently a bank owned property) has a recorded easement and right of way across Mr. Burkehead’s property that is considerably larger than the present road. Mr. Burkehead will likely petition to Board to waive fines and costs associated with the damage to the road as he states he did not understand that he could not remove the road from his property. The Town has since replaced the road in question at the cost of $1200. During the course of his excavations Mr. Burkehead also demolished several square feet of cement that was part of a driveway for 23 Grey River Run. The bank which owns the property in question has been in contact with the Town regarding the damage to their property and the have indicated that they plan to seek restitution and repair of the damaged driveway. I will provide further documents to the Board that evening regarding this matter including a letter from Mr. Burkehead. It is my hope that we can assist Mr. Burkehead in moving beyond this grave error in judgment and prevent any additional such incidents in the future.

It is also possible that the Board will hear from the Buckner family of 130 Lookout Road. As of this writing action has not been taken but staff intends to impound 3 of their dogs this ( Friday, October 17, 2014) in response to a severe attack which badly injured another dog as well as its owner in an unprovoked attack. The animals are untagged and are apparently lacking in vaccinations. The Police Department and Code Enforcement have responded to numerous other complaints about the dogs at this residence. Under the Code of Ordinance staff has the authority to declare a dog a vicious animal under these circumstances. It is my intent to do so in writing today and remove the animals from the property and transport them to the Buncombe County Animal Shelter and prohibit their return to the Town of Woodfin. Under the law the Town does have the right to put down such animals, but staff does not believe that is a prudent course of action. It is likely that the Buckner’s will face a civil suit in regard to this incident.

New Business

1. Consideration of an Expanded Letter of Credit for the Ventana Subdivision.

Due to an expansion of their development plans Ventana’s owner is submitting a request to enlarge the amount of their letter of credit (LOC) to reflect the additional work. The Town would receive this new letter of credit and revoke the previous one. Staff has included the revised cost estimates provided by Brooks engineering. Staff believes these costs to be reasonable and recommends acceptance of the new LOC.

2. Consideration of the Establishment of a Date for a Board Retreat.

This is the requested follow up Board meeting. I have left the date blank so that the Board can determine when to meet.


3. Consideration of a Proposal to Develop an Encase a Time Capsule to be Opened at the Town’s Centennial.

Chief Holloman has suggested that it would be valuable to the Town to create and place a time capsule for future generations that would detail some of the things about the Town our history and our present time. This appears to staff to be an excellent way to safeguard some of the history of our community that might otherwise be lost to time and also as a valuable opportunity to engage the citizenry and students over at Woodfin Elementary. 

Staff believes that this would be an excellent way to boost public interest in the Town and its history, encourage students to take an active part in their community and to publicize the Town. Staff suggests that a reasonable date for opening said capsule would be at the Town’s centennial in 2071 but certainly other dates should also be considered.


4. Consideration of a Resolution Allowing the Mayor to Sign a Quit Claim Deed for Property Owned by the Town of Woodfin and Located at 2 Weaverville Road.

The property located at 2 Weaverville Road has sold to Carr Swicegood and as such the Board must authorize the Mayor to sign a deed in order to facilitate the transfer of funds and property.
